2. Records for Ratification 
Alan Currie attended the meeting to put forward performances, to be confirmed for records purposes. Committee members received a copy of the list and discussed the contents.
Walks records had been submitted to Martin Bell for checking and ratification and this has been completed.

There were a number needing further information before the committee could make a decision. For example, re windgauge on the triangular meetings between Llanelli, Neath and Swansea. LB is to check whether windgauge was used for Long Jump and sufficient qualified officials were in attendance, as if not the majority of the committee stated that any records should not be recognized. There was also one race that did not have a windgauge. The committee discussed whether these meetings actually have enough qualified officials and whether windgauges are a requirement.

There was a question on mixed races. RL-P has the rules on this and in U17, U20 and Snrs races no national records are accepted. There is also an U15 issue which the secretary will get confirmed.

Matters arising from previous meeting.

2.1
Triple Jump – An invitational event is to be organised between Cardiff and Swansea and North Wales will possibly organise one within their regional championships.

Welsh Leagues – The Welsh Leagues Survey. JT asked if it had been sent out to people and stated that she was concerned that the leagues do need to be discussed. RL-P suggested that it be sent to all clubs and LB asked if the subject of the survey had been brought up in the fixtures meeting.


It was stated that there are a number of changes required, and a definite need to improve the structure.



TM sees the Track and Field Committee as the forum to organise a survey and send to clubs and enforced the fact that all club secretaries need to pass on this and also place on club websites/social media.
2.3           Integration of junior events into Senior Championships – Outdoors to 


be organised at a later date.
2.4           Additional representatives on the Track and Field Committee – An interest 

from someone in the South Region has been made to be an athlete representative on the committee. There is a meeting soon, in which this will be discussed.
There are problems in the West at the present time. Hopefully,these can be resolved by the West’s representative Skyping in to the meeting. JG is to attend the West Wales Regional Committee meeting to discuss with them.

3. Competition
3.1           The East have suggested that U20 nor senior athletes should compete in 


the Regional Championships. The North and South are also in agreement. 


In the West it had been discussed but not agreed.

JE stated that there is a concern re regional championships being on the 


Saturday plus a BAL on the Sunday on the same weekend.


There is a worry that there are not enough officials to cover them.
4. AOB
Proposed Dates for Meetings –

JE – Welsh Athletics is looking at a number of officials (111 of them), who have qualified, but not been followed through. New officials are to be given a welcome pack, which will steer them through support and explain their way forward. Also, level 1 officials will be encouraged to take courses in other disciplines.
First Aid – At matches. Ground staff have been responsible for this but is it sufficient? Should we be booking first aid and should a defibrillator be at each meeting?

The cost of first aid these days is a phenomenal price and all ground staff have to be first aid trained. All tracks should have an up to date first aid kit.

TM is to check clarification by UKA on this.

DW Re windgauges for events starting at U15sges. Welsh Athletics to check venues and whether their windgauges are in good working order. Power of 10 won’t take results of long and triple jump performances without them. It is unfair to athletes and we need to make an effort to ensure that they are used at matches.
JT reports that all licences for YDL matches are en block and all matches are covered.

Cage specifications are changing.

Dates for outdoor championships not on agenda but needed to be discussed. Change of date for Junior Championships 15/16 June proposed for Wrexham.(This is in the middle of exam period)
Senior Championships 13/14 July. International 24 July at Cardiff.

RL-P reported that Emma Wiltshire is leaving Welsh Athletics and that RL-P will be working with the performance team until April 2019.

The selection committee for the Indoor International Match needs to be organised. (The team managers plus athletes need to come through to the Track and Field committee).

the Track and Field committee had no input into selection of team managers. RL-P will email the committee.

The planned date for COG is 12.12.2018 for the Junior and Senior Championships. The International to be looked at separately. Volunteers LB  and JT. To confirm availability.

JG Venues were discussed after a conversation which the secretary had with a member of the West Wales Council. As there has been a problem with attendance from the West Skyping has been suggested, which would need to be set up before the meeting.

TM International Combined Events. A new event being funded by British Athletics. Will have a GB team plus France and Czech Republic. More details to follow.
